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Healthcare Sub-Committee Minutes

The meeting was called to order by the Chair Mr. Beatty from Shore Medical Center.  After some discussion the Chair requested a motion to accept the minutes, motion by Mr. Kelly seconded by Mr. Taylor, hearing no questions the motion passes.  The following action items were discussed: 
Mr. Beatty reported that the need for nursing assistants (CNA’s) and the hourly rate is close to $20.00 per hour. This has not improved the numbers. He stated the radiology and respiratory therapy positions are challenging to fill, and the efforts should be made to educate high school students about healthcare careers beyond nursing.  
Mr. Kuhn will follow up with Rutgers regarding the GAINS grant application and remind them of the need to include Shore Medical Center in their plans if they receive the award.
Mr. Kuhn confirmed meeting with Dennis Lennon and staff at AtlantiCare. He will schedule another  meeting with AtlantiCare to discuss the sustainability and funding for their medical assistant program. He will also find out if their certification is being used for the patent care associate program . He will reach out to Cape May Vocational School regarding their interest in developing a MA program due primarily because they don’t have this specialty, and it would be during the night school hours. He confirmed that R.C.I. (Related Classroom Instruction)is being used by AtlantiCare at a shared cost by CRDA and AtlantiCare . Mr. Kuhn concluded that he will be completing a letter of support for Rutgers, the committee had no objection. 
Mr. Taylor stated he will engage with Atlantic City High School for pre-apprentice programs in medical assistant, EM and EMR to increase participation.  He will provide an update on specific skills and experience needed for physical therapist at the ambulatory care facility. He mentioned working with Cooper hospital on a different collaboration. More information to follow.
Dr. Quinn will reach out to Dr. Garcia about the medical technology program curriculum.  
Ms. Laychock reported conducting six health aide classes for the year. They have five programs proposed to the state for approval for Atlantic cape Community College. She confirmed slight staffing improvements. One issue she reported was that younger staffers are changing occupations; they are not moving up in their current positions. 
Mr. Azzarello introduced himself to the committee sharing that Shore Medical Center is experiencing  shortages in lab tech’s and radiologist. He will have a full report at the next meeting. He did agree with Mr. Beatty on the need to have more nursing assistants. The needs of the hospital are to keep on track with speeding to avoid being left out of the funding process. 
The Chair requested a motion to adjourn the meeting at 3:55pm, motion by Mr. Kelly second by Ms. Laychock, motion passes meeting is adjourned.
