Needs Based Funding


Purpose:  Work First New Jersey customers are many times challenged with barriers to the successful completion of their work activities and employment as a result of an inability to meet all requirements associated with these opportunities.  In many cases, placement in work activities requires suitable clothing and equipment, in addition to child care and transportation. In most cases, the responsible agencies can provide bus passes and child care, but are not permitted to use public assistance funding for associated supports unless it is directly related to employment.  Work activity participants must then assume responsibility for any additional costs on their own. 

The Needs Based Funding policy will allow the To Work case managers, and supervisor, to authorize funding to assure that the worker has the proper supports and attire to attend and participate in professional work activities.

Procedure:  For those customers who have been assigned to work sites requiring professional attire, the Atlantic County Workforce Development Board shall authorize up to $200 in vouchers, to assure that all Work First participants are properly supported for the work experience.  This award cannot exceed $200 for a one year period, meaning that if a $200 award was made on June 3, 2021, another could not be made until June 3, 2022.  Multiple awards can be made as long as the total amount does not exceed $200.

All funding requests will be signed by the customer, case manager and supervisor, and will be authorized by the ACWDB fiscal agent.
