Exceptions to the Occupational Training Grant Amount Established 6-25-2020

Purpose:  

To establish exceptions to the $5,000 training grant cap amount for Individual Training Agreement (ITA) contracts.

Summary:  On June 25th, 2020, the Atlantic County Workforce Development Board approved policy to increase the amount of ITA contracts from $4,000 to $5,000 per contract.  At the same time, the Atlantic County Workforce Development Board approved an increase in the amount of grant funding for the Licensed Practical Nurse program from $4,000 to $8,000.  

Currently, there are a number of training programs that are no longer available in Atlantic County, but are available in adjacent counties.  As a result, Atlantic County residents are traveling to these programs to meet their training need.  Out-of-county trainees are required to pay an additional $2,000 in training costs for community-college and vocational technical schools.  Under current circumstances, the student would assume that additional cost, then submit an application to the home county so that the county would reimburse the community college or vocational school, using county tax-payer funds.  

After consulting with the NJDOL's Office of Internal Audit, it is understood that the Atlantic County Workforce Development Board will establish local policy to assume responsibility for the $2,000 out-of-county cost for those identified trainings that are not available at either the community college or vocational technical school in Atlantic County.

Those current training programs are:

· Dental Assistant
· Welder
· Licensed Practical Nurse



Procedure:

All identified occupational training customers who are pursuing training in the identified occupations listed above will complete the Atlantic County One Stop's Cost Participant Form with the identified out-of-county school.  The additional $2,000 expense will be listed on the Cost Participant Form under the line item entitled, 'less other grants'.  The $2,000 amount will be a supplemental amount in addition to the cost of tuition for the training program.  

This policy will be effective as of June 1, 2022.
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
