Addendum to Resolution #2: 3-18-21



Purpose:  To provide further clarification to the Adult Eligibility Policy adopted via Resolution #2: 3-18-21, which expands the definition for WIOA Adult Eligibility and emphasizes priority of service for low income, unemployed and underemployed customers.  This policy addendum provides additional language and a procedure to assure that customers who apply for WIOA funding are properly aligned with the purpose and premise of WIOA legislation.  This policy will relate to the term “underemployed” and further expand the language around adult eligibility and establish underemployed as a priority of service for Atlantic County.

The term underemployed is discussed in TEGL 3-15, and describes the following:

Individuals who are underemployed may include:

· Individuals employed less than full-time who are seeking full-time employment;
· Individuals who are employed in a position that is inadequate with respect to their skills and training;
· Individuals who are employed who meet the definition of a low-income individual in WIOA sec. 3(36) and
· Individuals who are employed, but whose current job’s earnings are not sufficient compared to previous job earnings;

In addition, Adult Eligibility is referenced in TEGL 19-16, further clarifying that “the priority established does not necessarily mean that these services may only be provided to recipients of public assistance, other low-income individuals, and individuals who are basic skills deficient.”  Instead, priority means that these individuals will be given priority for service within a larger group of participants (low -income and non-low-income). It does not limit eligibility to low-income only, it only provides guidance should a local area face funding issues.

Therefore, this resolution assures that the agency will be mindful of its funding limitations and will assure that those individuals who meet the definition of low income in WIOA section 3(36), will be prioritized for services.  Customers who are requesting services will be evaluated for eligibility as either a dislocated worker or an adult.  

The agency Customer Service Representatives will interview candidates and obtain all required documentation in order to properly determine WIOA service eligibility.  Executive and fiscal administration will conduct a monthly review of all funded services to assure that priority populations are served as required.
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
